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Here is back, in a new venue - the Pala Alpitour / Isozaki – FLASHBACK, the exhibition dedicated to ancient and modern art, which in 2013 attracted over 11,000 visitors. FLASHBACK 2014 offers a comprehensive overview of Art thanks to the presence of galleries from Germany, England, Switzerland and Belgium. Renewed are also graphics and website
Then a rich cultural program: THEY'RE BACK, the museum exhibition curated by Nicola Spinosa, which shows some exceptional and  "unpublished" artworks; a series of talk themed THE LABYRINTH; the guided tours FLASHBACK Storytelling; the socialnetwork performance FLASHBACK è opera viva by Alessandro Bulgini and several live music performances
FLASHBACK, the innovating fair dedicated to ancient and modern art, directed by Stefania Poddighe and Ginevra Pucci, comes back in Turin, in the much anticipated Italian Artweek, from 6 to 9 November 2014 (opening on Wednesday, November 5, at 6pm) and in a new venue: the Pala Alpitour | Isozaki. FLASHBACK proposes a model of perception and selection of ancient and modern art which is explosive and which promotes a new way of collecting, eclectic and crosswise.
But there are many other news for FLASHBACK 2014: a rich cultural program featuring "THEY'RE BACK", a special exhibition, curated by Nicola Spinosa, which presents a selection of "unpublished" and rare artworks of ancient and modern art which are still unknown to the general public. Furthermore a cycle of talk - 4 are the scheduled appointments - which this year is inspired by the theme of the LABYRINTH and the guided tours FLASHBACK Storytelling that involve visitors in a paths of narration among the exhibited artworks. 
It continues the collaboration with visual artist Alessandro Bulgini with the live performance "FLASHBACK è opera viva" (FLASHBACK is living artwork), an important contribution to reinforce the idea that art of all times is contemporary; this year the intent is social, the artwork therefore relies on the contributions of the network.
The Galleries 
FLASHBACK 2014 proves itself, this year too, an exhibition of excellence indeed it sees the participation of the most important and interesting galleries within the approximately 30 spaces provided. 

FLASHBACK's visit is a trip through time, alternating between periods and styles it gives to the audience a fascinating overview of the artistic and creative skills of man from the beginnings to modern times. Painting, sculpture and the decorative arts combine to create a magical atlas of art.

In addition, this edition is distinguished by prestigious international participations, with the presence of galleries from England, Germany, Switzerland and Belgium.
FLASHBACK Cultural Program:
THEY'RE BACK, THE LABYRINTH (talk program), FLASHBACK è opera viva, guided tours FLASHBACK Storytelling .
FLASHBACK's cultural challenge continues and intensifies. With "THEY'RE BACK", the main novelty of the program. The selected works, unknown to the public because of their long absence from the exhibition circuit. This work of restitution is enriched by the important critical contribution of Nicola Spinosa, curator of the exhibition, and it focuses on painting. All exhibited artworks have been subjected to a careful historical research and are amazing for attribution, provenance or for the discovery of unknown personalities but having a strong suggestion. 
The uniqueness of this exhibition will be part of a bilingual catalog printed in limited editions, with whom are born FLASHBACK Editions, a project that borrows the approach of the event to promote the mingling of languages without considering historical limitations but including art of all time.
New is the talk program with a series of 4 events inspired by the theme of the LABYRINTH, which has been chosen for its ability to represent a dimension enclosed in physically limited spaces but also to evoke the challenge of the trip in dimensions yet to be explored. And the labyrinth is present also in the set-up project, designed by architect Carlo Alberto de Laugier. 
Bring Back. The restoration: ancient art and contemporary art. The talk will focus on the challenges of the industry of restoration, a term which is conceptually very close to the "flashbacks" used to bring the past to the present. 
The network: new and contemporary labyrinth or real communication tool for culture? 
The network is the contemporary version of the labyrinth, a complex and changing world which continues to expand and in which each path is infinite and personal. 
Time Travelers is back again: a debate among collectors, a second date with the world of collecting which will feature collectors of ancient and modern art. 
Finally, a talk will be devoted to Talent Scouting: ancient and contemporary. The role of historians and critics in the "construction" of art history in which scouting is seen as an attitude of projection into the unknown, a searching push to discover "personalties" as well as names and artworks.
The visual artist Alessandro Bulgini is then the protagonist of the live art performance FLASHBACK è opera viva for the entire duration of the fair. Acting live from Pala Alpitour the artist feeds FLASHBACK’s fan page with images from the past that take advantage of the people of the network and of new languages to acquire a new meaning.
The guided tours FLASHBACK Storytelling close the several novelties of the 2014 edition. These special guided tours inside the event, aimed at both adults and children, are articulated through the narrative and direct involvement of the viewer and are led by curators who choose specific works of art, artists or expressive languages on which building a quick and immediate interaction among artworks, art dealers and the audience.
New venue and communication 

The choice of a container such as the Pala Isozaki is a further development and consolidation of the concept of the event, which has in the relationship between ancient and contemporary, and between content and container, its core. Its geometric shapes thus offer a new way of reading this relationship, contextualizing the works in a contemporary setting. Even the set-up is in line with its container, presenting itself even more essential compared to last year as a result of a subtraction in which the artworks are the true protagonist. The dominant color of communication has changed as well,  for 2014 is the  FLASHBACK green  which shows its whole personality in contrast with the gray and steel structure. Totally new are graphics, content and structure of the website www.flashback.to.it.
