This November Galleria Massimodeluca is involved in four different events in and around Turin: it is taking part in ARTISSIMA 2015, the international contemporary art fair (Turin, Oval - Lingotto Fiere, 6 - 8 November 2015) and this year features in the Main Section with Rebecca Moccia and Ruben Montini; Giusy Pirrotta is a finalist in the second “The Upcoming Art - da un’idea di Alessandro Marena” part_2 prize (award ceremony on 6 November 2015); there is the performance of Ruben Montini and Alexander Pohnert at the Museo Ettore Fico, Saturday 7 November 2015 and Ruben Montini is displaying his work at the exhibition “Non la parola fine ma la fine delle parole”, a collection of works from the Renato Alpegiani collection which have been donated to the Museo Ettore Fico, scheduled from 31 October 2015 to 28 February 2016.

For the second year running, Galleria Massimodeluca is taking part in ARTISSIMA: entered in the Main Section, it is showcasing the works of Rebecca Moccia and Ruben Montini.
Rebecca Moccia will be presenting a project which brings together the works that are most representative of her research: they range from those exploring the world of words - through calligraphy, with a new series of frammenti di un linguaggio inaudito, or signs arranged in space, three dimensional quotations of lines of poetry, like the highly original Mai-mai-non-lasciai-andare - to the atmospheric trails left in Fogli di neve, a poetic installation consisting of large sheets of tissue paper piled on top of each other which have been left out in the falling snow.

The common denominator of the exhibition space will be the essential visual impact of the works, which helps restore that feeling of fragility and delicacy so characteristic of her poetics. 
Ruben Montini, on the other hand, will be presenting his new project entitled Sentimentale not sure where I’m going - not sure where I’m coming from: using the embroidery technique, which has always played an important role in his research, the artist has added his own visual contribution to original projects featuring tapestries, items from trousseaux and signs, creating iconographic motifs along a variety of themes, including religious subjects from Sardinian tradition amongst others. The papers Montini uses come from a kind of family archive which he has carefully and lovingly reinterpreted; these priceless household treasures give us an insight into the tradition of embroidery and weaving, practices carried out by women at home. They excelled at these activities, often juggling them with other household chores such as preparing meals or looking after children, keeping the home fires burning (this explains the dirty marks and the precarious state of the worn items). These objects will be part of a performance featuring a male model, a format that could potentially create detachment between the work and the public, a paradox given the highly personal nature of the objects on display.
The week of art in Turin continues with Ruben Montini and Alexander Pohnert and their performance of think of me, sometimes at the Museo Ettore Fico, an exclusive première in conjunction with Galleria Massimodeluca. Alexander Pohnert, Montini’s partner in both his private and professional life, is a German artist based in Berlin: the two artists have worked together ever since they met in Berlin in the autumn of 2013. In think of me, sometimes they cling to each other until one of the two can stand it no longer and breaks the embrace.
The Museo Ettore Fico will be the venue again for Ruben Montini and his work Agli amanti... e anche a quelli d'Italia, a woollen rug woven on a loom with the question “Cosa resta di noi?” (What’s left of us?) repeated on it. It will be part of the exhibition Non la parola fine ma la fine delle parole, a collection of around 50 top quality works donated by the collector Renato Alpegiani.
Giusy Pirrotta is invited by Luca Beatrice to the second edition of “The Upcoming Art - da un’idea di Alessandro Marena” prize.  The works of the seven selected artists will be exhibited at the Salone delle Feste dell’Hotel Principi di Piemonte in Turin from 6 to 8 November; the award ceremony will take place on 6 November 2015 at 6.00 pm.  Lusterware is the work made by Pirrotta appositely for the exhibition. It is a study of iridescence reproduced through ceramic glaze. In this case, each piece recreates a variation of shimmering colours which change in relation to the original colour of the piece and the light emitted by the sculpture itself.
